5. Referees 
 
Each country/team has to provide two referees. At least one referee shall be an A- referee. 
A fee of CHF 50 must be paid for each missing referee.  
 
6. Playing field 
 
Field dimensions: Length  15 m 
 Width  10 m + exchange lane 
 Depth    5 m 
 
The playing field is open on two sides and bordered by lanes. The edge of the pool is slightly elevated 
on one side. The bottom of the pool is evenly deep in the playing area and slightly rising in the 
substitute lane. 



7. Participants 
 
National teams are eligible to participate. 
There is a women's and a men's tournament. Up to 26 games will be played over the two days and 
four games per team are guaranteed. Accordingly, the maximum number of participants for men and 
women depends on the possible matches played. 
 
A maximum of 15 players per team is allowed for the tournament. 
 
8. Organizer 
 
The organizer is the Unterwasser-Sport-Zentrum Zürich. 
 
9. Tournament administration 
 
The tournament administration is determined in the pool. 
 
10. Protests 
 
Protests can only be submitted in writing by the team captain to the tournament administration up to a 
maximum of 30 minutes after the match in question, with simultaneous payment of a protest fee of 
CHF 100. The latter decides on this in a binding and incontestable manner. If the protest is rejected, 
the protest fee will be forfeited. 
 
11. Award Ceremony 
 
The award ceremony will take place 15 minutes after the end of the last game in the pool.
